Lacombe Museum explores the impacts of Residential Schools in the Legacy of Hope exhibitions: Youth on Reconciliation – Imagine a Canada and Remembering, Honouring, and The Way Forward: 10 Years After the Residential School Apology

(Lacombe, AB) – The Lacombe & District Historical Society & Lacombe Museum is honoured to partner with Servus Credit Union to bring two Legacy of Hope travelling exhibitions to Lacombe. Youth on Reconciliation - Imagine a Canada and Remembering, Honouring, and The Way Forward: 10 Years After the Residential School Apology opening inside the Flatiron Building Museum. The Legacy of Hope Foundation (LHF) is a national Indigenous charitable organization with the mandate to educate and create awareness and understanding about the Residential School System. The LHF supports the ongoing healing process of Residential School Survivors and their families and seeks their input on projects that honour them. 
Organized by Legacy of Hope, these travelling exhibits are open May 6 through July 15. The exhibits are part of a larger series of exhibitions by Legacy of Hope that address residential schools, the Sixties Scoop, and MMIWG. Both exhibits seek to educate Canadians on the long-lasting impacts of the Residential School System, while also sharing a message of hope for the future of a Canada built upon reconciliation:
Youth on Reconciliation - Imagine a Canada exhibits art from Canadian youth that participated in the first Imagine a Canada competition. Imagine a Canada is an annual art and essay competition sponsored by the National Centre for Truth and Reconciliation, in collaboration with Rideau Hall, that encourages youth to look forward and think about what the future of Canada could look like if built upon hope, respect, and Reconciliation. 
Honouring, and The Way Forward: 10 Years After the Residential School Apology commemorates the 10-year anniversary of the Government of Canada’s Statement of Apology to former students of Indian Residential Schools made in 2008. This exhibit was created to acknowledge this dark chapter in Canada’s history, to remember the Survivors, and to honour those that never made it home. The exhibit seeks to be an opportunity for all to learn, so that respectful relationships can be made between Canadians and Indigenous Peoples as we move forward.
“The Legacy of Hope exhibitions aim to shed light on this often-misunderstood part of Canadian history through sharing the lived experiences of Survivors of the Residential School System. We invite visitors to view the exhibitions and reflect on the meaning of Reconciliation.” – Lacombe & District Historical Society Executive Director, Melissa Blunden.
